Comments

Allergy panels / Allergen specific IgE includes only common causative allergens and does not include
all possible allergens.

True drug allergy test is ige mediated reaction, it does not happen the first time you take a
medication, much more likely to occur after your body has been exposed to the medication at least
once or more. the first exposure allows body to create antibody and memory lymphocytic cells for
the antigen.
